Care and Preschool will hand out flowers until they need to return in 
time for lunch and nap; others will stay until 1:00 p.m., or when all 
flowers are given) 

 
WHAT: Rain or shine, it’s time to herald the arrival of spring. To welcome the 

new season, Pike Place Market community members will hand out 12,000 
daffodils to shoppers, workers and residents during lunch time on Friday, 
March 18, since the official first spring day falls on the weekend. Look for 
bright daffodils, grown by Market farmers, and lots of smiles.

• 5th & Olive – Westlake Tower/Medical Dental Building
